CSW Sessions: 
➢ 37 watches so far this year, 3.8% of vehicles speeding
➢ 5 Excessive speeders (>45mph) sent on Speed Awareness Courses
➢ Due to the high number of incidents on A303 and A36 we now have our own speed 
device so we can carry out sessions when the village is being used as a diversion route. We 
are also receiving increased support from Wiltshire Police sending out their Community 
Speed Enforcement Officers
